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	Rhythm, Pulse and Percussion
Introducing concepts of pulse, rhythm and body percussion. Listening exercises to develop awareness of the importance of rhythm and recognition of pulse across various styles of music. Recognising, identifying, drawing and putting into practice rhythmic notation. Composing in small ensembles using shapes or colour notation and body percussion.



	Pitch and the Glockenspiel
Introduce music notation of pitches c’-g’ on a stave. Recognising high and low sounds. Participating in ensemble playing of glockenspiels, advancing from one pitch to multiple in short pieces. Improvisation on the glockenspiel. Reinforcing concepts of rhythm and pulse by note recognition.
	An introduction to the recorder
Looking at hand positioning, developing note recognition, playing with accompaniment and as an ensemble - more developed playing of rhythm and pitches. Exploring pitches g’-b’.

	Exploring instruments of the orchestra
An introduction to the instruments of the orchestra. Exploring timbres and instrument specific techniques across musical families of instruments. Listening to a variety of orchestral works with different textures and begin identifying families of orchestral instruments.

	Singing Together
Learning how to look after our voices. Developing listening and ensemble skills, incorporating body percussion and actions into song. Introducing the concept of loud and soft playing. Recognising rising and falling melodies. Explore different song structures such as call and response, ostinatos and echoes.
	Themes 1
Exploring how music can represent characters, specifically through rhythm, pitch, timbre, texture, tempo and dynamics.


	Y4
(Taught by Hannah Griffin)


	Through the Egham Band Youth Brass Project - pBones and pCornets
Y4 are introduced to instruments in the brass band and every term each child receives small group 1/1 tuition by a brass specialist. Y4 are invited to join the after-school group in Term 2.

	
	Getting Started on a Brass Instrument and Music Notation

Introducing the concept of a brass instrument. Presenting expectations of the year and safety. The importance of breathing and breathing exercises. Correct posture. Mouthpiece buzzing, tonguing and correct embouchure. Introduce and develop music notation recognition (rhythm and pitch). Explore pitches c’-g’ and associated valves/slide positions. Explore a piece using three pitches. Exploring how to practice and developing listening skills.
	Getting Ready for the First Performance

Reinforce the learning of pitches c’-g’. Introduce concepts of time signatures and bar lines. Introduce tempo (adagio, andante, allegro, accel. and rit./rall.) and counting bars rest. Improve on the school piece and learn Jingle Bells. Explore musical exercises to emphasise teamwork and playing together. Participate in the youth Christmas Concert.
	Exploring More Areas of Music

Reinforce concepts of rhythm, pitch and tempo. Practice identifying and applying different tempos to music. Introduce dynamics, new notes - a’, b and b’, accidentals, semitones and tones. Recognising symbols for sharps, flats and naturals. Exploring structure in music.  Introduce a new warm-up song which incorporates group singing. Rounds and Frere Jacques. Explore breathing, flexibility and sight-reading exercises.
	Fine-tuning new Musical Areas

Developing aural and written recognition of previous musical elements and the new concept of texture and incorporating them into playing.
Exploring the impact of articulation and emulation on the instrument. Practising
range building and air-support exercises. New music: Waltz. And a new warm-up song.

	More Advanced Musical Elements

Increasing confidence on reading music and approaching new music, including recognition of musical elements in music notation. Explore concepts of timbre and tone, extended tempo terms, harmony and tonality (including major and minor), scales and extended rhythmic concepts (ties and dotted notes). Increased accuracy of playing and new note: c’’.. New Music: Ode to Joy and a new warm-up song.
	Getting Ready for the Final Performance

Exploring and building on foundation knowledge of key signatures and scales. Explore musical signs and markings and extended dynamics (repeats, fermatas, fortissimo and pianissimo). Recap all music from the year and improve ensemble playing, through an octave range. Participate in the school Summer performance.

	Upper KS2

Cycle B
	Beginners Ukulele

An introduction to playing the ukulele. Recognising parts of the instrument, exploring the chords of C,F,G and Am through performance with play along tracks. Experimenting with strumming patterns and alternative fingers to strum. Singing with chordal accompaniment. Identifying the open notes and forms of music notation for ukulele (stave or TAB and chord boxes). Picking melodies on one string. Identifying and attempting to correct the tuning of the instrument
Composing in small ensembles, short songs about given topics using the four most common chords in pop songs and performance. Further development of listening skills when asked questions of timbre and tempo of various styles of music.
	Riffs, Ostinatos and Digital Music Making

Recognising riffs in popular/rock music and ostinatos in classical/film music. Composing and performing ostinatos in major and minor keys for film music. Exploring the impact of technology on music, basic music technology strategies and concepts and creating a digital ostinato and riff using multiple music technology applications (online drum machine and GarageBand).
	The Blues

Exploring the historical and social context of the blues. Learning the 12-bar blues chords on the keyboard and ukulele. Improvising instrumental fills using a standard blues song and the C blues scale on keyboards. Group composition of a blues song with relevant lyrics, chords and instrumental fills.



	Rap, Singing and Digital Music Making 2

Exploring the context of Rap music and the importance of lyrics through artists such as Will Smith and Lin Manuel Miranda. Group improvisation of rap with a body percussion backing. Working with rhythms, rhyming and pace, syncopation, multiple parts, rap battles and reading music.
Composing a drum beat using music technology as a backing to a rap song. Writing and performing the song with lyrics pertaining to a particular theme or issue.


	Musical Theatre

Rehearsing for the Y6 end of year musical production. Rehearsing the band and learning chorus numbers.
Looking at how musical theatre works - the singers, musicians, dancers, actors, costumes and set design. Exploring popular musical theatre creators, characters and songs.
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
